Please Name your Child’s Uniform

We have some children with a nut-
allergy and we need to safeguard them against health 
risks associated with nuts.

48-Hour Rule!  

If your child has sickness or diarrhea, they 
must stay away from school for 48 hours 
from the time they were last sick or had 
diarrhea.  This is to safeguard other children  
so we are going to be strict about this. Also, 

should your child have flu or a rash appears that could 
be measels or chicken-pox, then your child should see 
the GP immediately and stay away from school until 
they are no longer contagious.  A letter is being sent out 
to all parents to explain this in more detail.
