Knowledge

Motte and bailey Motte and bailey castles appeared in England after the Norman
Conquest of 1066. They were a common feature in England by the death of William the
Conqueror in 1087. Their construction was the start of what was to become a massive castle
building programme in England and Wales.

Anglo- Saxons

The Anglo-Saxon age in Britain was from around AD410 to 1066. They were a mix of tribes
from Germany, Denmark and the Netherlands. The three biggest were the Angles, the Saxons
and the Jutes. The land they settled in was 'Angle-land', or England.

William the Conqueror

William was born in Normandy in France. After King Edward the Confessor died in 1066, Harold
Il was made king by the people, but others fought for the thrown and this led to the famous
Battle of Hastings where William the Conqueror defeated King Harold to become Ring of
England in 1066

Richard Neville

16th Earl of Warwick (22 November 1428 — 14 April 1471), known as Warwick the Kingmaker,
was an English nobleman. He became Earl of Warwick through marriage, and was the
wealthiest and most powerful Englishmen. One of the leaders in the Wars of the Roses,
originally on the Yorkist side but later switching to the Lancastrian side, he was instrumental in
the deposition of two kings, which led to his epithet of "Kingmaker".
